National's 44.3 per cent. in 1967 and Labour’s 48.5 per cent. and: the other parties’ 7.2 per cenit.

In six seats the National Party hold & majority v-mngobmm six in the Manakau electorate where the sitting mlmber Mr F. L. A, Gotz, is
in front, to 271 in favour of National at Hotorus. For Labour the Minister of Education (Mr Skoglund) has a lead of 88 over Mr W, H. Brown
(Nnmn-h at Pulmmtw’ ‘North, and at Wanganui Mr G. A. Spooner has an advantage of 66 votes over the mg s Deputy-Mayor (Mr J. Crotty).
The other doubtful seats' which favour the National Party at present are Gisborne (44 votes), Hastings (58 votes), St. Albans (95 votes), and Welling-
ton Central (261 votes).

The seats lost by the Government are Rotorua where the Minister of andcnhni and Customs (Mr Boord) is behind, Gisborne where the
Chairman of Compmittees (Mr R. A. Keeling) is trailing, Hastings (Mr Keating), St." Albans (Mr Pickering), Tamaki ( Txurd) and Wellington
Central (Mr Kitts).

One of the main features of the voting was the sul ia] drop in the majorities of the Labour candidates in all but one eléctorate—Nelson. The
Prime Minister (Mr Nash) had his advantage substantially reduced as did also the Minister of Finance (Mr Nordmeyer).
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
